During the discussion on Kuennen’s Quarry it was noted that the Boarded will meet the 19" of April at 7:00 P.M. to
decide the fate of the park for the summer. Also the decision to hold a public meeting on the 26™ at Kuennen’s to
reveal the fate to the public with the state Hydrologist in attendance to help explain some of the situation.

Smith made a motion to accept the State Wildlife Habitat Stamp Grant and to have Hanson sign on the Boards
behalf, seconded by Faber, motion carried.

After looking over the cost estimates for the new building it was decided to show the Supervisors the figures.

After some discussion on the replacement of the grill at Worth County Lake, Smith motioned to have a split face
colored block shell made around the fire brick lined grill, seconded by Faber, motion carried.

Nicole reported that we received a Urban /Under Served Grant from the lowa DNR to promote outdoor skills ie;
hunting, shooting, boating, and fishing activities. This will about double our Young Naturalist program for the



summer. This is a 4 year grant reducing in dollars each year as we are to look for partners to help fund the program

in the future.
